Alabama, nicknamed the Yellowhammer State after its official bird, was fle22at e t o enter the Uni on
Montgomery was named after General Richard Montgomery, who lost his life during the American Revolution in an attempt to cor
guer Quebec, Canada. When Alabama seceded from the union in 1861, Montgomery also briefly served as the capital of the Con
erate States and was home to the first confederate flag, which was designed and flown here in the same year. In #hddt850s, th
was home to major Civil Rights Movements, such as the Montgomery Bus Boycott of 1955 which started when Rosa Parks refus
to give up her seat to a white passenger and the 1965 march from Selma to Montgomery, attended and supported by anne other
Martin Luther King.
The Heart of Dixie, as Alabama is often called, was also home to industrial innovation. After extensive reconstructing flodow

Industrial Era. To this day Alabama is the only state to have all natural resources needed to produce steel. In 188@ finstwor

Besides Parks and King, Alabama was home to famous people such as Sequoyah, who devised the phonetic alphabet of the Che
language, Nat King Cole, the man with the velvet voice, Helen Keller, famous for overcoming obstacles connected tordeafness :
blindness, and athletes like Jesse Owens and Hank Aaron, to name a few.
